NO TWIST ENDING

* He then began to teach them that the Son of Man must suffer many things and be rejected by the elders, the chief
priests and the teachers of the law, and that he must be Killed and after three days rise again. (Mk 8:31, NIV)
* 30 They left that place and passed through Galilee. Jesus did not want anyone to know where they were, 31 because

he was teaching his disciples. He said to them, “The Son of Man 1s going to be delivered into the hands of men.
They will kill him, and after three days he will rise.” (Mk 9:30-31, NIV)

* 32 They were on their way up to Jerusalem, with Jesus leading the way, and the disciples were astonished, while
those who followed were afraid. Again he took the Twelve aside and told them what was going to happen to him.
33 “We are going up to Jerusalem,” he said, “and the Son of Man will be delivered over to the chief priests and the

teachers of the law. They will condemn him to death and will hand him over to the Gentiles, 34 who will mock him
and spit on him, flog him and Kkill him. Three days later he will rise.” (Mk 10:32-34, NIV)

42 It was Preparation Day (that 1s, the day before the Sabbath). So as evening approached,
43 Joseph of Arimathea, a prominent member of the Council, who was himself waiting for
the kingdom of God, went boldly to Pilate and asked for Jesus’ body. 44 Pilate was
surprised to hear that he was already dead. Summoning the centurion, he asked him 1f
Jesus had already died. 45 When he learned from the centurion that it was so, he gave the
body to Joseph. 46 So Joseph bought some linen cloth, took down the body, wrapped it in

the linen, and placed it in a tomb cut out of rock. Then he rolled a stone against the
entrance of the tomb. 47 Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joseph saw where
he was laid. (Mk 15:42-47, NIV)
