• I want you to know how hard I am contending for you and for those at Laodicea, and for all 
who have not met me personally. (Col 2:1, NIV)
• You learned it from Epaphras, our dear fellow servant, who is a faithful minister of Christ on 

our behalf, (Col 1:7, NIV)
• 12 Epaphras, who is one of you and a servant of Christ Jesus, sends greetings. He is always 

wrestling in prayer for you, that you may stand firm in all the will of God, mature and fully 
assured. 13 I vouch for him that he is working hard for you and for those at Laodicea and 
Hierapolis. (Col 4:12-13, NIV)

REVELATION 3:19
DIVINE MOTIVE: LOVE

16 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, 
rebuking [ἐλέγχω | elenchō cognate], correcting and 
training [παιδεύω | paideuō cognate] in righteousness, 
17 so that the servant of God may be thoroughly equipped 
for every good work. 
(2 Tim 3:16-17, NIV)



REVELATION 3:19
DIVINE MOTIVE: LOVE

Discipline your children, for in that there is hope; 

do not be a willing party to their death. 

(Pr 19:18, NIV cf. 29:17)



REVELATION 3:19
DIVINE MOTIVE: LOVE

Whoever spares the rod hates their children, 

but the one who loves their children is careful to 
discipline them. (Pr 13:24, NIV)

11 Here is a trustworthy saying: 

If we died with him, 
we will also live with him; 

12 if we endure, 
we will also reign with him. 

If we disown him,
