
John 9:1-3 NIV
1 As he went along, he saw a man blind from 
birth. 2 His disciples asked him, “Rabbi, who 
sinned, this man or his parents, that he was 

born blind?”
3 “Neither this man nor his parents sinned,” 

said Jesus, “but this happened so that the works 
of God might be displayed in him.



John 9:13-16 NIV
13 They brought to the Pharisees the man who had been blind. 
14 Now the day on which Jesus had made the mud and opened 
the man’s eyes was a Sabbath. 15 Therefore the Pharisees also 
asked him how he had received his sight. “He put mud on my 

eyes,” the man replied, “and I washed, and now I see.”
16 Some of the Pharisees said, “This man is not from God, for 

he does not keep the Sabbath.”
But others asked, “How can a sinner perform such signs?” So 

they were divided.



John 9:17-21 NIV
17 Then they turned again to the blind man, “What have you to say about 

him? It was your eyes he opened.”
The man replied, “He is a prophet.”

18 They still did not believe that he had been blind and had received his 
sight until they sent for the man’s parents. 19 “Is this your son?” they 

asked. “Is this the one you say was born blind? How is it that now he can 
see?”

20 “We know he is our son,” the parents answered, “and we know he was 
born blind. 21 But how he can see now, or who opened his eyes, we don’t 

know. Ask him. He is of age; he will speak for himself.”



John 9:24-25 NIV
24 A second time they summoned the man who 
had been blind. “Give glory to God by telling 
the truth,” they said. “We know this man is a 

sinner.”
25 He replied, “Whether he is a sinner or not, I 
don’t know. One thing I do know. I was blind 

but now I see!”



John 9:35-38 NIV
35 Jesus heard that they had thrown him out, and when he 
found him, he said, “Do you believe in the Son of Man?”
36 “Who is he, sir?” the man asked. “Tell me so that I may 

believe in him.”
37 Jesus said, “You have now seen him; in fact, he is the 

one speaking with you.”
38 Then the man said, “Lord, I believe,” and he worshiped 

him.



John 1:29-31 NIV
29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward 

him and said, “Look, the Lamb of God, who takes 
away the sin of the world! 30 This is the one I 

meant when I said, ‘A man who comes after me 
has surpassed me because he was before me.’ 31 I 
myself did not know him, but the reason I came 

baptizing with water was that he might be revealed 
to Israel.”



John 1:32-34 NIV
32 Then John gave this testimony: “I saw the 
Spirit come down from heaven as a dove and 

remain on him. 33 And I myself did not know him, 
but the one who sent me to baptize with water told 
me, ‘The man on whom you see the Spirit come 

down and remain is the one who will baptize with 
the Holy Spirit.’ 34 I have seen and I testify that 

this is God’s Chosen One.”



John 20:30-31 NIV
30 Jesus performed many other signs in 
the presence of his disciples, which are 

not recorded in this book. 31 But these are 
written that you may believe that Jesus is 
the Messiah, the Son of God, and that by 
believing you may have life in his name.



John 9:1-3 NIV

John 6:1-4 NIV
1 Some time after this, Jesus crossed to the far

Tiberias), 2 and a great crowd of people followed 
him because they saw the signs he had performed 

by healing the sick. 3 Then Jesus went up on a 
mountainside and sat down with his disciples. 

4 The Jewish Passover Festival was near.



John 6:5-6 NIV
5 When Jesus looked up and saw a great 

crowd coming toward him, he said to 
Philip, “Where shall we buy bread for 

these people to eat?” 6 He asked this only 
to test him, for he already had in mind 

what he was going to do.



John 6:9-11 NIV
9 “Here is a boy with five small barley loaves and two 
small fish, but how far will they go among so many?”
10 Jesus said, “Have the people sit down.” There was 
plenty of grass in that place, and they sat down (about 
five thousand men were there). 11 Jesus then took the 
loaves, gave thanks, and distributed to those who were 
seated as much as they wanted. He did the same with 

the fish.



John 6:14-15 NIV
14 After the people saw the sign Jesus 

performed, they began to say, “Surely this is 
the Prophet who is to come into the world.” 

15 Jesus, knowing that they intended to 
come and make him king by force, 

withdrew again to a mountain by himself.



John 5:1-6 NIV
1 Some time later, Jesus went up to Jerusalem for one of the 
Jewish festivals. 2 Now there is in Jerusalem near the Sheep 
Gate a pool, which in Aramaic is called Bethesda and which 

is surrounded by five covered colonnades. 3 Here a great 
number of disabled people used to lie—the blind, the lame, 
the paralyzed. [4] 5 One who was there had been an invalid 
for thirty-eight years. 6 When Jesus saw him lying there and 
learned that he had been in this condition for a long time, he 

asked him, “Do you want to get well?”



John 5:7-10 NIV
7 “Sir,” the invalid replied, “I have no one to help me into the 

pool when the water is stirred. While I am trying to get in, 
someone else goes down ahead of me.”

8 Then Jesus said to him, “Get up! Pick up your mat and 
walk.” 9 At once the man was cured; he picked up his mat and 

walked.
The day on which this took place was a Sabbath, 10 and so the 
Jewish leaders said to the man who had been healed, “It is the 

Sabbath; the law forbids you to carry your mat.”



John 5:16-18 NIV
16 So, because Jesus was doing these things on the 
Sabbath, the Jewish leaders began to persecute him. 
17 In his defense Jesus said to them, “My Father is 
always at his work to this very day, and I too am 

working.” 18 For this reason they tried all the more 
to kill him; not only was he breaking the Sabbath, 

but he was even calling God his own Father, making 
himself equal with God.



John 9:13-15 NIV
13 They brought to the Pharisees the man who 

had been blind. 14 Now the day on which Jesus 
had made the mud and opened the man’s eyes 
was a Sabbath.

John 9:17 NIV

John 9:24-25 NIV
24 A second time they summoned the man who 
had been blind.

25 He replied, “Whether he is a sinner or not, I 
don’t know. One thing I do know. I was blind 

but now I see!”



John 9:35-38 NIV
